Letter to all Canadian Scientists via VP-Research at each University/College

Newsletter Update – Oct. 2005

Dear Canadian Researchers,


The National High Field Nuclear Magnetic Resonance Centre (NANUC) would like to announce new capabilities to better server the Canadian Scientific community.  NANUC is now managing a 4-channel (1H,13C,15N, and 2H) Inova 600 MHz housed at the Institute for Biomolecular Design, and a new Varian “NMR System” 2-channel (1H,X) 600 MHz spectrometer optimized for metabonomics data acquisition in addition to our 4-channel 500 and 800 MHz Inova systems.  
All systems are available for use via our website application and sample tracking system (http://www.nanuc.ca/nmr/apply.php).


NANUC is continuing its efforts at the federal level to eliminate users fees entirely.  We are aware of the decreases in operating funding across the country through all agencies and we are making every effort to eliminate, decrease, or at least maintain fees at the minimum sustainable level in order to facility access to all Canadian researchers (e.g. presently Canadian academic user fees only cover the cost of helium for the spectrometers).

We would like to remind researchers that projects lacking specific funding can still be initiated at NANUC via the “Application for User Fee waiver” in the Application for NMR Time forms.  When approved access fees will be waived in order to allow new projects and investigators the opportunity to acquire preliminary data necessary for grant applications and initial publications.


In addition to spectrometer access NANUC also offers collaborative resources via the researchers at NANUC.  We have several staff members capable of assisting in facility design/infrastructure requirements, academic and industrial project management, and spectral analysis (i.e. data mining).
�This would of course require some changes to the application forms in that any of the spectrometers would be selectable.
